THE BOURNEMOUTH ORATORY 
 in Formation 

In last Sunday’s homily Fr Dominic asked us all to memorise a very short prayer of a 
Chinese student: O God, convert the world - and begin with me! 
                               This echoes St Augstine’s expansion on the Lord’s prayer: 
                               Χ¢Ƙȅ ²ƛƭƭ ōŜ ŘƻƴŜΧ -  and may it begin with me! 
 
Converting the world can only be accomplished by doing God’s Will – beginning with 
ourselves.  Our personal prayer and our personal action go hand-in-hand to build up 
the Kingdom of God. 
 
Last Sunday our Padre Pio room was packed with extra chairs and standing room only 
for the first meeting of 40 Days for Life, when our David Southard enthused and 
encouraged us with plans for this world-wide campaign of prayer, fasting and peaceful 
vigils, which we’re running in Bournemouth from 27

th
 September to 5

th
 November to 

save the lives of unborn babies and bring peace to their parents.  Personal prayer and 
personal witness are the vital ingredients.  Come next Sunday (30

th
 July) to 6pm 

Benediction and to the meeting which flows from it. 
 
Our Fellowship Group also met last Sunday to plan for the new academic year.  Four 
of us were filmed talking of our involvement in the Diocesan Called and Gifted 
programme – which’ll soon be on the diocesan website.  We are planning Street 
Evangelization in the Square this August, we’ll be at the University Freshers’ Fayre, are 
setting up Night Fever in the autumn, getting involved in 40 Days for Life, and joining 
Greg’s coach to the London Pro-Life Rosary Rally.  Details of all these will follow in this 
Newsletter, and on the Oratory / Sacred Heart websites and feeds. 
 
Bishop Philip asked the Oratory Fathers to help the Homeless in the heart of 
Bournemouth (as well as run the Parish, Chaplain the University etc.) and, within six 
weeks of our arrival, we’ve welcomed Hope 4 Food here to the small hall of our 
Catholic Institute to provide nourishing meals to nearly ninety homeless people in the 
heart of Bournemouth every Tuesday and Thursday. 
 
All this needs supporting by prayer, so it’s good that the extended time of Eucharistic 
Adoration is becoming popular – 8am to 12 noon every Wednesday, and 11am to 12 
noon on Saturdays.  The additional Masses at 7:30am on Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Fridays are taking off, and more of us are making use of the extra daily Confession 
times, to get our hearts and lives right with God.  Begin with me! 
 
The first of the new votive candle stands are in place – for real (but smokeless) 
candles – at the altars of Our Lady, St Joseph, and at St Therese’s shrine, and others 
will follow.
