During Advent there are no flowers, no Gloria, and only
muted accompaniment - so that these all then flower in
their full glory when we arrive at Christmas.

PRE-CHRISTMAS CONFESSION should be part of our
natural preparation for Christ’'s coming. It's important
to plan time for this as a priority amidst all the rush of
secular festive preparations. Don’t risk displacing Christ
by the turkey and cards etc!

THE ADVENT PENITENTIAL EVENING is THIS
WEDNESDAY, 6" of December, when a variety of
Priests from our local Pastoral Area will be here at The
Oratory to hear Confessions from 6:30pm to 8:30pm.
This is in the context of our usual First Wednesday of
the month additional period of Eucharistic Adoration
(6pm — 9pm) concluding with Benediction at 8:45pm.

Come and make your Advent Confession, and then just
come and go as you please during this period of
Eucharistic Adoration, and try to be at Benediction at
8:45pm — a lovely way to receive a blessing on your new
‘sin free’ life, and reflect on the meaning of Advent ‘in
the beauty of holiness’.
